TRUSTEES

A Trustee’s role is to ensure the Charity conforms to statutory rules and regulations. We invite applications from local people with an interest in the Park. Some experience of committee working, plus some knowledge of business or charity management, Health & Safety, legal issues, marketing or fundraising would be beneficial, but not essential. Applications to become a Trustee must be accompanied by a CV with additional information such as knowledge of the area and Park.

GARDENER
An opportunity for unemployed, retired or semi-retired people who are physically fit to give one/two days a week to help keep the restored Victorian Walled Orchard looking good for visitors, by digging, weeding, cutting back and planting the borders.
CONSERVATION VOLUNTEERS

The group meets on the first Sunday of each month to assist the Rangers with a variety of physical tasks on the Park like tree planting, path and step building, weed clearance, raking meadows after mowing.
EDUCATION VOLUNTEERS

Our Environmental Education programme is run two days a week throughout the school year by the Education Officer supported by Volunteers and other staff. It includes River Studies, Pond Dipping/Minibeast Hunting, Discovering Habitats and Woodland Wonders. In addition there is a full day Victorian outdoor experience four weeks of the year. Volunteers should have some experience of working with children, a Criminal Records Bureau check will be required and full training will be given.
EVENT VOLUNTEERS

We run an event in the summer months and require some volunteer help with car parking, marshalling, event office, site set up and clearance and promotion. During the year we have a monthly farmers Market, also an annual Beer Festival and other events.

All Volunteers must be over the age of 18 except for Conservation Volunteers who can be under the age of eighteen if accompanied by an adult who takes responsibility for them
